The1983 millésimewas slightly
rearranged, but there were numerous
modifications. The base and TL
versions, as well as the F4 van,
abandoned the 782cc engine and
assumed the 845cc capacity, with the
final drive ratio being lengthened simul-
taneously, thus stretching the cheap
grade petrol consumption and
maximising the change in the power
unit.

A new beige or ash coloured,
injection moulded instrument panel
from the Renault 5 blended into the
dashboard ensemble and received the
simplified switchgear and the steering
wheel from the same vehicle. After
twenty-one years, the interior rearview
mirror departed its dashboard home and
migrated vertically, to be stuck high up
in the centre of the interior of the

unchanged , but the 845cc engine,
which was fitted last year, was
optimised by fitting a tamer camshatft, a
32mm carburettor in place of the 28mm
instrument and a distributor with a
vacuum advance mechanism.

As for the
GTL, it received reclining seats as
standard.

Another important modification for
the 1108cc-equipped cars, notably on
the petrol and (newly introduced) LPG
(liquid petroleum gas) versions, was the
fitment of front disc brakes. In fact, the
Renault 5TL braking system was fitted.
As a result, the handbrake moved onto
the floor between the front seats and
acted on the rear wheels, whereas, with
the previous all-drum set-up, it had
acted on the front wheels. All versions
saw the windscreen washer control
move to the floor.

Finally, on the vans, the seats were
made more comfortable and certain
items of the comfort pack, previously
available only as optional extras, were
adopted as standard.

The1984 millésimeaemained
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brighter colours and
interior trim, and two
tinted glass ‘moon
roofs'was offered.

The1987 millésime
was much reduced to
Renault 4TL'Savane’
(112C00) 4CV, Renault
4GTL ‘Clan’ (112800)
4CV and Renault 4
Fourgonnette/Van F4
(210B00) 6CV.

Whilst waiting to
blow out the twenty-
five candles on the
Four’s birthday cake, the 4TL became
the ‘Savane’ and the 4GTL became the
‘Clan,’ both being launched in mid-
May. For the occasion, the ‘Savane’
abandoned the three main bearing
Billancourt-made 845cc engine and
adopted the 956¢cc version of the five
main bearing Cléon-built power unit
and the output went up to 34bhp (DIN),
with an increase in torque. Also, the
front brakes were upgraded from drums
to discs and the handbrake thus dropped
to the floor between the front seats.

Outwardly, the ‘Savane’ evolved by
adopting the rectangular-slotted wheels
from the 5GTL and the ‘Savane’
badging appeared on the two front
doors and the tailgate and a narrow
decorative stripe ran from front to back
along the side of the vehicle, just above
the level of the door handles. The
interior trim was model-specific.

As for the GTL ‘Clan,’ it sported
imitation alloy two-tone steel wheels
(like those previously seen on the 16TX
and 12 Gordini) with centre trims and
chromed wheel nuts. An analogue clock
graced the dashboard, the ‘Clan’ motifs
appeared on the front doors and on the

rear tailgate and the interior trim was a
model-specific tartan. The front and
rear screen washer jets were matt black.

The 1988 millésimevas unchanged.

The1989 millésimewas reduced to
two models, as the F4 went out of
production in France.

The wheels on the 4TL'Savane’and
the 4GTL'Clan’'were slightly changed
and were identical to those fitted to the
4GTL in 1986. The safety belt width
trimmed down from 60mm to 50mm.

The1990 millésimeemained
unchanged, but the two remaining
passenger models gained a second
external rearview mirror and a high
intensity rear fog light.

The 1991 millésime remained as for
the previous year, but there was a
special summer edition ‘Carte Jeune’
(concurrent with one such based on the
Renault 5), based on the TL ‘Savane’,
but with unique badging, colourful
interior and Renault 5TL wheels.

The1992 millésimaemained
unchanged.

The1993 millésimewas the last year
of the Four’s European production and
the range remained unaltered. As of
December 1992, a dashboard-numbered
limited (to 1000) edition ‘Bye Bye’ (the
numbers were in descending order),
based on the 4GTL ‘Clan,” was offered.
The Four did not meet the new
European safety and anti-pollution
norms and the cost of modifying the
engine for fuel injection and a catalytic
converter was uneconomic and, with
the demise of this vehicle, the
carburettor also passed away.

It had been planned to run
production out with the 8,135,424th
example (the press photographs showed
this!), but, in the event, that figure was
optimistic and the actual number of
Renault Fours manufactured was really
8,126,200, which included over two
million commercial versions.
